ÅNy-Ålesund is owned and run by Kings Bay AS.  
 The Norwegian Government owns the company 

ÅKings Bay was founded in 1916 and was until 1963  
 a coal mining company

The arctic tundra is extremely vulnerable. 
It is important only to walk on marked roads in the 

settlement 



Restricted areas around Ny-Ålesund 

The area around the 
settlement, is dedicated to 
science, and is unavailable to 
the public. 

If you are going to the 
Amundsen Mast, please stay 
on the path.  



ÅAll nesting birds in the settlement are subject to a 
protection order 

ÅThe Svalbard reindeer and the Arctic fox sometimes 
visit the settlement. Remember that they are wild 
animals, please do not feed them! 

ÅThe Arctic tern can attack if you get to close to the nest. 
Please do not hurt it!

Many 
of the scientific instruments are sensitive 
to human activities.
